of
THE PRESIDENT OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION 
ON THE SYSTEM AND STRUCTURE OF FEDERAL
EXECUTIVE BODIES

(in the wording of Decrees of the President of the Russian Federation
No. 649 of May 20, 2004, No. 1319 of November, 2005,

No. 1522 of December 23, 2005, No. 174 of February 15, 2007, No. 1274 of September 24, 2007, No. 724 of May 12, 2008, No. 1445 of October 07, 2008,
No. 1847 of December 25, 2008
with alterations introduced in accordance with the Decrees of the President of the Russian Federation No. 295 of March 15, 2005, No. 261 of March 27, 2006)

For the purpose of shaping an effective system and structure of federal executive bodies, in accordance with Article 112 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation and Federal Constitutional Law No. 2-FKZ of December 17, 1997, “On the Government of the Russian Federation” I hereby resolve:

1. To enact into law that the system of federal executive bodies includes federal ministries, federal services and federal agencies. 

2. To enact into law that the functions of a federal executive body, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation, are specified by a decree of the President of the Russian Federation, and the functions of a federal executive body, whose activity is guided by the Government of the Russian Federation, - by a decree of the Government of the Russian Federation.

For the purposes of the present Decree: 
a) the functions in respect of adoption of normative legal acts are understood to be promulgation, on the basis and in pursuance of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, of federal constitutional laws, federal laws binding upon the bodies of state power, local authorities, officials thereof, legal persons and citizens, the rules of behaviour extending to an indefinite set of people; 
b) the functions in respect of control and supervision are understood to be:
performance of actions related to control and supervision over the observance of common rules of behaviour, binding for all, by bodies of state power, local authorities, officials thereof, legal persons and citizens, established by the Constitution of the Russian Federation, federal constitutional laws, federal laws and other normative legal acts;

issue by bodies of state power, local authorities, officials thereof, of permits (licenses) for a certain type of activity and (or) particular acts to legal persons and individuals;
registration of acts, documents, rights, objects as well as promulgation of individual legal acts;  

c) No longer in force. – Decree of the RF President No. 649 of May 20,  2004;

d) the functions of state property management are understood to be the exercise of powers of an owner in respect of the federal property, including that transferred to federal state unitary enterprises, federal governmental enterprises and public institutions within the jurisdiction of a federal agency as well as administration of the shares in open joint-stock companies being a federal property;
e) the functions in respect of rendering public services are understood to be rendering services, free of charge or at prices regulated by bodies of state power, by federal executive bodies, directly or through federal public institutions within their jurisdiction, or other organizations, to individuals and organizations in the sphere of education, public health, social protection of population and in other spheres stipulated in federal laws.

3. To enact into law that the Federal Ministry shall:

a) be a federal executive body performing the functions in respect of development of the state policy and normative legal regulation in the spheres of activity established by the Acts of the President of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Russian Federation. The Federal Ministry is ruled by a Russian Federation Minister (a federal minister), being a member of the Government of the Russian Federation;

b) on the basis and in pursuance of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, federal constitutional laws, federal laws, acts of the President of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Russian Federation, at its own discretion, carry out legal regulation in the established sphere of activity with the exception of the matters, legal regulation of which, in accordance with the Constitution of the Russian Federation, federal constitutional laws, federal laws, Acts of the President of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Russian Federation, is carried out exclusively by federal constitutional laws, federal laws, Acts of the President of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Russian Federation;

c) shall have no right, in the established sphere of activity, to carry out control and supervisory functions as well as functions in respect of the state property management, unless otherwise stipulated in the Decrees of the President of the Russian Federation or the Government of the Russian Federation;

(sub-item "c" in the wording of Decree of the President of the Russian Federation No. 649 of May 20, 2004)
d) coordinate and control the activity of federal services and federal agencies within its jurisdiction. For these purposes the Federal Minister shall perform the following functions:

approve an annual plan and indices of the activity of federal services and federal agencies as well as a report on the execution thereof;

bring in to the Government of the Russian Federation, as advised by the head of a federal service, federal agency, a draft regulation on the federal service, federal agency, proposals on the marginal staff number of the federal service, federal agency and on the labour compensation fund for the personnel thereof;

submit to the Ministry of Finance of the Russian Federation proposals on formation of the federal budget and financing federal services and federal agencies;

present to the Government of the Russian Federation draft normative legal acts pertaining to the sphere of activity established for it and spheres of activity of the federal services and federal agencies within its jurisdiction, if adoption of such acts, in accordance with the Constitution of the Russian Federation, federal constitutional laws, federal laws, comes within the terms of reference of the Government of the Russian Federation;  

in pursuance of commissions of the President of the Russian Federation, the Chairman of the Government of the Russian Federation shall give commissions to the federal services and federal agencies and control execution thereof;

paragraph no longer in force – Decree of the RF President No. 724 of May 12, 2008;

The provisions of the present document pertaining to the procedure of appointment by a federal minister of deputy heads of federal services, federal agencies, except for heads of federal services, federal agencies, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation, shall become effective upon entry into effect of the federal constitutional law on introduction of appropriate amendments into Federal Constitutional Law No. 2-FKZ of December 17, 1997, “On the Government of the Russian Federation” (Paragraph 3, Item 26, of the present document).

shall appoint to office and dismiss, as advised by heads of federal services, federal agencies, deputy heads of federal services, federal agencies, except for deputy heads of federal services, federal agencies, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation;

Head of the Federal Tax Service shall appoint to office and dismiss heads of territorial bodies of Federal Tax Service except for heads of territorial bodies in the Russian Federation subjects (Decree of the RF President No. 295 of March 15, 2005)
shall appoint to office and dismiss, as advised by head of federal service, federal agency, heads of territorial bodies of federal service, federal agency, except for heads of territorial bodies of federal service, federal agency, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation;

The provision of sub-item “e” with regard to adoption by the Federal Minister of normative legal acts in the spheres of activity of the state extra-budgetary funds shall become effective as of January 1, 2005 (Item 26 of the present document);

e) shall coordinate the activity of the state extra-budgetary funds. For these purposes the Federal Minister shall:

bring in to the Government of the Russian Federation a motion on appointment to office (dismissal) of head of the state extra-budgetary fund; 

adopt normative legal acts in the spheres of activity of the state extra-budgetary funds;  

table to the Government of the Russian Federation draft normative legal acts on the activity of the state extra-budgetary funds;

move to the Government of the Russian Federation, as advised by the head of a state extra-budgetary fund, draft federal laws on the state extra-budgetary fund budget and on implementation of the state extra-budgetary fund budget; 

prescribe audits of the extra-budgetary funds in cases stipulated by the federal law.

4. To enact into law that the Federal Service (Service) shall:

a) be a federal executive body, performing control and supervisory functions in the established sphere of activity as well as special functions in the sphere of defence, national security, protection and guarding of the state frontier of the Russian Federation, fight against crime, public safety. The Federal Service is managed by head (director) of the Federal Service. The Federal Supervision Service in the established sphere of activity can have a status of a collegial body;

b) issue within its terms of reference, individual legal acts on the basis and in pursuance of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, federal constitutional laws, federal laws, acts of the President of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Russian Federation, normative legal acts of the Federal Ministry coordinating and controlling the service’s activity. The Federal Service can be within the jurisdiction of the President of the Russian Federation or the Government of the Russian Federation;

с) have no right to carry out normative legal regulation in the established sphere of activity, except as stipulated in the decrees of the President of the Russian Federation or of the Government of the Russian Federation, and the Federal Supervision Service – also state property management and rendering paid services.

5. To enact into law that the Federal Agency shall:

a) be a federal executive body performing, in the established sphere of activity, functions in respect of rendering public services, state property management as well as law enforcement duties, except for control and supervisory functions. The Federal Agency is headed by head (director) of the Federal Agency. The Federal Agency can have a status of a collegial body; 

b) issue within its terms of reference, individual legal acts on the basis and in pursuance of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, federal constitutional laws, federal laws, acts and commissions of the President of the Russian Federation, the Chairman of the Government of the Russian Federation and Federal Ministry coordinating and controlling the activity of the Federal Agency. The Federal Agency can be within the jurisdiction of the President of the Russian Federation;

c) no longer in force. Decree of the President of the Russian Federation No. 649 of May 20, 2004;

d) have no right to carry out normative legal regulation in the established sphere of activity and perform control and supervisory functions, except as stipulated in Decrees of the President of the Russian Federation or of the Government of the Russian Federation.

6. The procedure of interrelations of federal ministries and federal services and federal agencies within their jurisdiction, authorities of federal executive bodies as well as procedure of performance by them of their respective functions are established in the regulations for the said executive bodies.

The limitations of the authority of the federal executive bodies stipulated in Items 3-5 of the present Decree shall neither extend to the authority of their heads in charge of administration of property of the federal executive bodies assigned to them with the right of effective administration, solution of staff problems and organization of activity of the federal executive body, nor to the authority to control the activities of the federal executive bodies headed by them.

7. Heads of the federal executive bodies, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation, and their deputies are appointed to office and dismissed by the President of the Russian Federation.

The procedure of interrelations between the federal executive bodies, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation, as well as the procedure of their interrelations with other federal executive bodies, is established by the President of the Russian Federation.

Regulations for the federal executive bodies, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation, are approved by the President of the Russian Federation.

Heads of federal services, federal agencies, except for heads (their deputies) of federal services, federal agencies, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation, are appointed to office and dismissed by the Government of the Russian Federation as advised by federal ministers coordinating and controlling the activity of federal services, federal agencies. 


The provisions of the present document pertaining to the procedure of appointment by the federal minister of deputy heads of federal services, federal agencies, except for heads of federal services, federal agencies, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation, shall become effective upon entry into effect of the federal constitutional law on introduction of corresponding amendments into Federal Constitutional Law No. 2-FKZ of December 17, 1997, “On the Government of the Russian Federation” (Paragraph 3, Item 26, of the present document).

Deputy heads of federal services, federal agencies, except for deputy heads of the federal services, federal agencies, whose activity is guided by the President of the Russian Federation, are appointed to office and dismissed by the respective federal minister as advised by the heads of the federal services, federal agencies. 
The procedure of appointment to office of heads and members of collegial management bodies of the federal services and federal agencies having the status of a collegial body shall be specified by the Government of the Russian Federation unless otherwise provided by federal law.

13. To form:

Ministry of Health and Social Development of the Russian Federation and to delegate to it the functions related to adoption of normative legal acts in the established sphere of activity of the abolished Ministry of Health of the Russian Federation and Ministry of Labour and Social Development of the Russian Federation.
Ministry of Culture and Mass Communications of the Russian Federation and to delegate to it the functions related to adoption of normative legal acts in the established sphere of activity of the abolished Ministry of Culture of the Russian Federation and RF Ministry of the Press, Television and Radio Broadcasting and Mass Communications, reorganized Federal Archives Service of Russia as well as those related to problems of multinational relations;

Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation and to delegate to it the functions related to adoption of normative legal acts in the established sphere of activity of the abolished Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation and functions related to adoption of normative legal acts in the sphere of science of the abolished Ministry of Industry, Science and Technologies of the Russian Federation as well as functions related to adoption of normative legal acts in the established sphere of activity of the reorganized Russian Agency for Patents and Trademarks;

Federal Veterinary and Phytosanitary Supervision Service and to delegate to it the control and supervisory functions of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Russian Federation;

The provisions of the present document pertaining to the Federal Enforcement Service shall become effective upon entry into effect of corresponding Federal Laws (Paragraph 2, Item 26, of the present document).

Federal Enforcement Service and to delegate to it the functions of the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation related to enforcement of penal sanctions, maintenance of suspects, the accused, defendants and convicted persons, persons in custody, deported under guard, escorted, as well as control over behaviour of persons with suspended sentence and convicts, who are granted time before serving a sentence, with the exception of functions related to adoption of normative legal acts;

Federal Migration Service and to delegate to it the law enforcement functions, control and supervisory functions, and functions related to rendering public services in the sphere of migration of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation;

Federal Health and Social Development Supervision Service and to delegate to it the functions of the abolished Ministry of Health of the Russian Federation, with the exception of the functions transferred to the Federal Consumer Protection and Human Welfare Supervision Service;

Federal Education and Science Supervision Service and to delegate to it the control and supervisory functions of the abolished Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation, and control and supervisory functions in the sphere of science of the abolished Ministry of Industry, Science and Technologies of the Russian Federation;

Federal Consumer Protection and Human Welfare Supervision Service and to delegate to it control and supervisory functions in the sphere of sanitary epidemiological supervision of the abolished Ministry of Health of the Russian Federation, in the sphere of supervision of consumer market – of the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of the Russian Federation, in the sphere of consumers protection – of the abolished Ministry of Antimonopoly Policy and Private Business Support of the Russian Federation;

The provisions of the present document pertaining to the Federal Registration Service shall become effective upon entry into effect of corresponding Federal Laws (Paragraph 2, Item 26, of the present document). 

Federal Registration Service and to delegate to it functions of registration of the rights to real estate and transactions with it, registration of normative legal acts of federal executive bodies, registration of public associations and political parties, law enforcement functions, and control and supervisory functions in the sphere of civil registration, appropriate of legal and notarial profession,  of the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation, with the exception of the functions related to adoption of normative legal acts in the established sphere of activity;

Federal Insurance Supervision Service and to delegate to it functions of insurance supervision of the Ministry of Finance of the Russian Federation;

The provisions of the present document pertaining to the Federal Bailiff Service shall become effective upon entry into effect of corresponding Federal Laws (Paragraph 2, Item 26, of the present document).

Federal Bailiff Service and to delegate to it functions of the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation on enforcement of decisions of courts and other agencies, established court procedures, with the exception of the functions related to adoption of normative legal acts in the established sphere of activity;

Federal Labour and Employment Service and to delegate to it law enforcement functions, control and supervisory functions and functions on rendering public services of the abolished Ministry of Labour and Social Development of the Russian Federation; 

Federal Service for Financial and Budgetary Supervision and to delegate to it control and supervisory functions in the financial and budgetary sphere of the Ministry of Finance of the Russian Federation;

Federal Financial Market Service and to delegate to it control and supervisory functions of the abolished Federal Commission on Securities Market, control and supervisory functions in the sphere of financial markets of the abolished Ministry of Labour and Social Development of the Russian Federation, and control functions in respect of exchanges of the abolished Ministry of Antimonopoly Policy and Private Business Support of the Russian Federation, control and supervisory functions in the sphere of formation and investment of pension accruals of the Ministry of Finance of the Russian Federation;

Federal Nuclear Energy Agency and to delegate to it law enforcement functions, functions related to rendering public services and property management of the abolished Ministry of Atomic Energy of the Russian Federation; 

Federal Water Resources Agency and to delegate to it law enforcement functions, functions related to rendering public services and property management in the sphere of water resources;

Federal Air Transport Agency and to delegate to it law enforcement functions, functions related to rendering public services and property management in the sphere of air transport of the abolished Ministry of Transport of the Russian Federation;

Federal Road Agency and to delegate to it law enforcement functions, functions related to rendering public services and property management in the sphere of road facilities of the abolished Ministry of Transport of the Russian Federation;

Federal Railway Transport Agency and to delegate to it law enforcement functions, functions related to rendering public services and property management in the sphere of railway transport of the abolished Ministry of Railways of the Russian Federation;
